
Bonner Announces $21,274 Grant for the Escambia County Emergency Management Agency

  

WASHINGTON - U.S. Rep. Jo Bonner (R-AL) today announced the award of funding for the
Escambia County Emergency Management Agency from the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).   The grant,
totaling $21,274, is being made available through Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance
Program (CEDAP) and will be used to purchase an incident command kit.
